Social Studies Activities

Identify three reasons of the North and three reasons of the South for the Civil War.

Plan and conduct a class field trip to observe the actual make-up of the community. Ask the students to make notes to help in constructing a model of the community.

Explain the historical development of the major local industry.

Identify the important contributions of an important individual.

Be able to locate and summarize information of a National Park.

The students will be able to transfer a list of locations on a map to a globe and vise-versa 

Arrange a series of dates/events in correct sequence on a timeline. 

Use a map to locate specific landmarks in a given area.

Write stories about a specific Native American character. {ex. Chief Joseph, Geronimo, Sacajawea, Sitting Bull, Crazy Horse, etc}

Participate in a political debate by developing questions, listening and analyzing responses.

Identify the purpose of the work done by their parents either in the home or outside of the home. 

The student will be given a small outline map. They will locate specific areas and color them to match large wall map. Off-limit places will be marked with an X.
Identify jobs in a community that provide services to the people who live there.
